Highlights for 2010-2011

Rosebrier Community School has worked throughout the 2010-2011 school year to ensure there was a continued focus on school based priorities. 

ROSEBRIER COMMUNITY SCHOOL PRIORITIES:

1. To improve reading fluency and reading comprehension for all students

2. To improve numeracy, operational functions, and application of mathematical concepts.

STUDENT LEARNING:

1. The development and implementation of leveled reading and reading strategies for students

2. Increase in ways to assist student increase their confidence and achievement in the area of reading

3. A focus on basic math facts (which surfaced from Provincial Achievement Test Analysis) 

STAFF GROWTH:

· Staff focused on understanding and learning about differentiation by reading: Making a Difference  published by Alberta Education
· Staff attended a variety of professional development activities to support the focus of reading such as: 

· Smartboard sessions on Language Arts
· Collaboration with staff within the school and the district

· Specific sessions at Teachers’ Convention

· Leading for Learning conference in the fall
· Staff attended Smartboard sessions for math in the classroom and collaborated with fellow colleagues on strategies to increase basic facts knowledge

· Staff attended sessions on multimedia for options and HPEC to focus on furthering knowledge of active living
ACCOUNTABLITY PILLAR SURVEY:

It is difficult to assess the accuracy and  legitimacy of the accountability pillar survey for Rosebrier Community School for several reasons; one being the small population in the areas of reporting (Grade 4 and Grade 7). Due to the small sample size several of the results are masked and one needs to be cautions when analyzing such a small sample. Due to the timing of the survey in 2010, the sample size is smaller than usual due to the principal going on leave due to a medical diagnosis, thus codes were not distributed and if they were the survey was not at the forefront for the school community as it had been in pervious years. 
The area of Student Learning and Achievement is a skewed due to students in Grade 6 not writing all Provincial Achievement Tests each year in Social Studies and Science due to the combined grades. The Grade 9 scores are also skewed as the students may have covered the information the previous year in Social Studies and Science and simply completed a brief review prior to the exams. 

The spring of 2010 was an emotional and difficult time for the staff at Rosebrier Community School due to the news of their administrator. However, this staff banded together as a team and continued to work on improving instruction and doing their best to assist their students in becoming the best they could be. The results from this survey do not accurately represent the work of the school community. Keeping this in mind the school community has looked at the results and made plans for the 2011 – 2012 school year to address areas of concern. The strategies to address areas of priority are located in the 2011 – 2012 Annual Education Plan.

Courses included: English Language Arts (Grades 3, 6, 9), Science (Grades 6, 9), French Language Arts (Grades 6, 9), Français (Grades 6, 9).

2. Diploma results are a weighted average of percent meeting standards (Acceptable, Excellence) on Diploma Examinations. The weights are the number of students writing the Diploma Examination for each course. Courses included: English Language Arts 30-1, English Language Arts 30-2, French Language Arts 30-1, Français 30-1, Pure Mathematics 30, Applied Mathematics 30, Biology 30, Science 30.

3. Overall evaluations can only be calculated if both improvement and achievement evaluations are available.
